INFORMATION FOR PARENTS/CARERS – Year 6 AUTUMN TERM 2021
We are very much looking forward to teaching your child over the next academic year. Please find below some information you and your child may find useful to help them make a smooth transition to their new class. Please do not hesitate to contact your new class teacher, via the Office, if you require any further information.

Learning 
· Your child’s mental health and wellbeing continue to be a top priority for us. We have specifically planned in activities such as: a collaborative art project which will take place every afternoon during the first week back, children will be given a Thinking Book and we will continue to focus on mental health in our PSHE sessions.
· For the first half term, our Power of Reading core text will be Stay Where You Are and Then Leave by John Boyne.  The book is set during the First World War. Our English, art , history and geography will be linked to this text and the first world war historical period.
· We will be studying the Egyptians as an immersive three week block after half term.
· Our Science work will focus on light and animals including humans.
· Our Computing work will focus on internet safety, coding, website design and computing systems and networks - communication.
· In PE, we will be concentrating on orienteering, gym and dance and ball skills.
· Our RE work will cover Buddhism.
· Our French work will cover A L’Ecole  and La Seconde Guerre Mondiale.
· PSHE will include aspects of emotional health and wellbeing and digital media literacy.
· In Music, we will be studying units based on ‘Happy’ and Jazz.
Trips/Workshops

Tuesday 21st October -  a full day’s workshop based around World War One – more details to follow.

The Year 6 residential is provisionally booked for June 24th to 27th. This is subject to West Sussex County Council giving us the go ahead as, currently, there is no available insurance for COVID related cancellations and parents could therefore potentially lose money if we did start to take deposits. We will keep you updated as soon as we know more.
Homework
· Reading remains crucially important to educational development, and we recommend children read at home every day. Please try to read with your children even if they are able readers - as reading aloud improves articulation and expression - and discuss their reading choices with them. Our aim is to help every child become a fluent, confident and enthusiastic reader. They will be recording in school what they have been reading.
· Your child will usually receive the following pieces of weekly homework: spelling, times tables and maths. They will also be given a more extended piece each half term. The children will generally have one week to complete their homework. Spelling and times tables will be tested weekly. Maths may be in written form or on-line using the MyMaths website. Spellings will be given out in a half termly block, with activities each week to complete on Spelling Shed to help to learn them. The words will be tested on Mondays and Maths will be set and due in on Fridays.
Interventions
Teachers and Learning support assistants will be carrying out interventions and booster groups for all ability ranges in order to ensure that every child is able to reach their potential in Year 6 and to close any gaps identified. These will take place during the school day.
General

· We would really appreciate parents supplying their children with a small pencil case (to fit in their tray), containing a glue stick, highlighters, one blue handwriting pen, two black handwriting pens (not biros – Berol pens are ideal), pencils, a sharpener and coloured pencils. Thank you for your support.
· PE kit (named) should be in school every day. During the cold months children are allowed to wear tracksuits or sweatshirts for outside games. The children should also bring in a pair of trainers for use when taking games on the field. 

·  It would be helpful if children kept a pair of wellies in school for outdoor activities.
